GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1. Please liaise with local institutions/authorities in your same field of interest. 

2. Applications will be received  and reviewed on quarterly basis as per the time table below:
a. 1st December to end of February - receive applications. Issue permits in March of which the permits will be valid from 1st April to 31st March the following year,
b. 1st March to end May – receive applications. Issue  permits in  June of which the permits will be valid from 1st July to 30th June the following year,
c. 1st June to end August – receive applications. Issue permits in September of which the permits will be valid from 1st October to 30th September the following year,

d. 1st September to end November receive-application. Issue permits in December of which the permits will be valid from 1st January to 31st December the same year.
3. When appropriate, please supply a copy of your field catalogue of specimens collected to the Ministry of Environment and Tourism's Research Permit Office before leaving Namibia.

4. All applicants that plan to conduct research in any rhino areas (Parks – WPP, HGR, ENP, KNP, NNP, Mangetti, concessions and all custodian farms/conservancies) must produce certificates of good conduct issued by the police (NAMPOL - Namibians and Police authority of country of non-Namibians) this is a prerequisite before issuing of external research permits as requested by Managers of areas with rhino. 

a. Field work in park will only be allowed under direct supervision by park staff.  This must be arranged in advance with the Chief Control Warden of that area.  All cost incurred by MET is for the payment by the permit holder where and if applicable.

b. Specific areas where field work will be conducted must be clarified with the Chief Control Warden in charge of that area.  

c. Night work in park will not be allowed without permission in writing by the Chief Control Warden and an accompanying staff member.

5. Plant specimens should be deposited with the National Botanical Research Institute, palaeontological specimens with the Geological Survey, and animal, archaeological and anthropological specimens with the State Museum of Namibia.  Alternative arrangements must be fully motivated for in advance and supported by a letter to that extent from the relevant local institution. Type specimens of new species and at least 30% of all secondary types must be deposited with either the National Museum of Namibia or the National Herbarium irrespective of when these species are described. 

6. Two copies of every publication (including theses) resulting from your research in Namibia, should be sent to the Namibian organisation under whose auspices you worked and the Ministry of Environment and Tourism Permit Office.

7. Please advise the Research Permit Office before any changes are made in the scope of research or persons involved.

8. If your work requires the export of specimens you must apply for a separate export permit from the Ministry of Environment and Tourism.  Please note that other conditions such as CITES permits and veterinary clearance may apply.

9. Foreign citizens conducting research in Namibia need to obtain other necessary documents.  A "work visa" is required to conduct research in Namibia for a period of 3 months or less, and if over 3 months, a "work permit" is required.  Application must be made timeously to the Ministry of Home Affairs, Private Bag 13200, Windhoek, Namibia.  It is the applicant's responsibility to make these arrangements.
